Piledriving has started (Season 1)

* Lastweek, crews began installing piles to build the temporary work trestle.
* Crews willinstall around 700 piles over the lifetime of the project.

* As piles are installed, crews will begin building the platform for the work trestle

* We will install multiple piles each day.

* We have started working in the green sections below.

Impact piledriving in Portage Bay

* Impact piledriving will occur in “seasons”
each year from September through April, six
days per week.

* This is the first of six impact piledriving
“seasons” for the project.

* Expect loud noise and vibrations from impact
work:
* Monday through Friday-7a.m.to 10 p.m. _

e Saturdays-9a.m.to 10 p.m. el | |
« Some Sundays-9a.m.to 10 p.m. The barge used for piledriving in Portage Bay.




* Vibratory piledriving will occur year-round.

* Vibratory piledriving uses vibratory hammers
that cause less noise than impact piledriving,
though they still cause vibration.

* We will use both vibratory and impact
piledriving to place a majority of the piles.

* Expect loud noise and vibrations from this
work. We may work some nights.

Upcoming tree and vegetation removal

* Earlier this fall, we posted tree removal notices on trees near Boyer Avenue East.
* We are scheduled to remove these trees in December 2024.

 Before we remove trees in other areas, we will post tree removal notices at least 30
days in advance.

* Work is scheduled for February 2025
through September 2025.

 SCL will notify neighbors if there are
any planned power shutoffs.

* There will be minor effects on traffic,
including potential partial lane
closures, traffic shifts, flagging or
detours.

Working in Portage Bay

* We will use barges, tugboats, cranes and
the temporary work platform to build the
new bridges.

* To reduce construction effects in the bay,
we will:
* Usereinforced hydraulic hoses and floating

oil containment devices (oil booms) to lower
the risk of leaks in Portage Bay.

* Use underwater bubble "curtains" to reduce
noise and vibration.
Did you know?
We will primarily use barges to move materials and equipment
to the work zone from the Lakepointe staging site in Kenmore.
This will help reduce truck traffic on local streets. Visit the
Construction Corner to learn more about barges and staging.

Maintaining access for boaters

* Portage Bay is an active area for recreational
boaters and lake users.

* We are coordinating with nearby dock and slip
owners during construction.

e We will maintain 24/7 access for boaters in and
around the work zone.

* We will mark the navigational channel with
signage and buoys.
